Public Protection Classification Rules Revised

The Commissioner of Insurance has recently approved revisions to the Public Protection
Classification (PPC) rules in the Community Mitigation Classification Manual for use with the
Homeowners and Dwelling Policy Programs in North Carolina. This revision updates the
PPC rules to further provide instructions for split-rated communities in North Carolina that are
classified as Class 8B, 9E and 9S along with several minor editorial changes.

Please find the attached revisions to the Public Protection Classification (PPC) rules in the
Community Mitigation Classification Manual.

This revision becomes effective in accordance with the following Rule of Application:

This revision becomes effective with respect to all new and renewal policies effective
on or after March 1, 2015.

COMMUNITY MITIGATION CLASSIFICATIONS

The following material contains Community Mitigation
Classifications and includes:

Jurisdiction name reflecting the name of the city,
town, village, fire district, fire service areas or other
classified areas.

County in which the jurisdiction is located.
Public Fire Protection Classification (PPC).

Building Code Effectiveness Grading Classification
(BCEGS).

Rural column indicating the North Carolina Depart-

ment of Insurance Office of the State Fire Marshal
rural certification ("E" or "S", when applicable).

CLASSIFICATION OF PUBLIC FIRE PROTECTION (PPC)

A.

For jurisdictions listed with a single classification
number, all properties within the jurisdiction should
receive the listed classification number.

1. If the single class is 9E, all properties within five
road miles of a responding fire station of a des-
ignated recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction receive Class 9S.
For properties located more than five te-but with-
in six road miles from a responding fire station of
a designated recognized fire department indicat-
ed in the listing for the jurisdiction, Class 9E ap-
plies.

2. If the single class is 8B, all properties within five

road miles of a responding fire station of a des-
ignated recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction receive Class 8B.

In communities with Rural "E" designation, Class
9E applies to properties located more than five
but within six road miles from a responding fire
station of a designated recognized fire depart-
ment indicated in the listing for the jurisdiction.

B. For jurisdictions listed with multiple classification

numbers (e.g. 6/9E or 6/9S), known as a "split clas-
sification”, the classification number applicable to in-
dividual properties is determined as follows:

1. Split classification shown as "X/9E"_or "X/9S"-ef
a. For properties located five road miles or less
from a responding fire station of a designat-
ed recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction, and within
1,000 feet of a fire hydrant_(unless otherwise
indicated in the footnote), the first listed clas-
sification number applies (e.g. 6/9E or 6/9S,

use Class 6).

b. For properties located five road miles or less
from a responding fire station of a designat-
ed recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction, and with a fire
hydrant more than 1,000 feet_(unless other-
wise indicated in the footnote, the second
listed classification number applies (e.g. 6/9,
use Class 9S; - . In_ com-
munities with Rural "E" or "S" designation,

Class 9S applies.
c. In_communities with Rural "E" designation,

Class 9E applies to properties located more
than five but within six road miles from a re-
sponding fire station of a designated recog-
nized fire department indicated in the listing
for the jurisdiction.

ed. For properties not qualifying for 1.a.,-e¢ 1.b.;
or 1.c., Class 10 applies.

2. Split classification shown as "X/8B9E" (e.g.
6/8B9E):

a. For properties located five road miles or less
from a responding fire station of a designat-
ed recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction, and within
1,000 feet of a fire hydrant (unless otherwise
indicated in the footnote), the first listed clas-
sification number applies (e.g. 6/9E8B, use
Celass 6).

b. For properties located five road miles or less
from a responding fire station of a designat-
ed recognized fire department indicated in
the listing for the jurisdiction and with a fire
hydrant more than 1,000 feet_(unless other-
wise indicated in the footnote), the second
listed classification number applies (e.q.,

6/8B, use Class 8B).Class-9S-applies:

In_communities with Rural "E" designation,
Class 9E applies to properties located more
than five but within six road miles from a re-
sponding fire station of a designated recog-
nized fire department indicated in the listing
for the jurisdiction.

d. For properties not qualifying for B.2.a., B-2:b
er2.b. or B:2.c., elass-Class 10 applies.

3. Split classification shown as "X/10" (e.g. 7/10):

a. For properties located within five road miles
or less (unless otherwise indicated in the
footnote) from a responding fire station of a
designated recognized fire department indi-
cated in the listing for the jurisdiction, the first
listed classification applies (e.g. 7/10, use
Class 7; 9S/10 use Class 9S; 9E/8B/10 use
Class 8B9E).

b. For properties with a split classification
shown as "9E/10" and located five to-sixroad
miles or less from a responding fire station of
a designated recognized fire department in-
dicated in the listing for the jurisdiction, elass
Class 9ES applies.

c.. In communities with Rural "E" designation,
Class 9E applies to properties located more
than five but within six road miles from a re-
sponding fire station of a designated recog-
nized fire_department indicated in the listing
for the jurisdiction.

ed. For properties not qualifying for 3.a., er 3.b.;
or 3.c., -elass-Class 10 applies.

. For jurisdictions or areas not listed, Class 10 ap-
plies.

. Subscription fire departments are indicated by a
footnote. Class 10 applies to individual properties
that do not subscribe to the listed subscription fire
department.

. Communities with (**) listed as the PPC refers to
the footnotes for explanatory information.

. An "S" in the elass-Rural column indicates that the
North Carolina Department of Insurance Office of
the State Fire Marshal has certified that elass-Class
9S applies-.

. An "E" in the—lass-the Rural column indicates that
the North Carolina Department of Insurance Office

1. "Recognized fire department" means a fire de-
partment meeting the minimum criteria of 1SO's
Fire Suppression Rating Schedule (FSRS).

2. "Primary fire department" means the fire de-
partment that has primary overall responsibility
for the jurisdiction.

CLASSIFICATION OF BUILDING CODE
EFFECTIVENESS (BCEGS)

A. BCEGS classifications for personal lines are indicat-
ed next to "PERS" and are applicable to personal
lines properties with an original Certificate of Occu-
pancy dated the year of or after the year listed.

B. BCEGS classifications for commercial lines are indi-
cated next to "COML" and are applicable to com-
mercial lines properties with an original Certificate of
Occupancy dated the year of or after the year listed.

C. When a jurisdiction has multiple years listed, the
BCEGS classification applicable to an individual
property corresponds to the range of dates that the
original Certificate of Occupancy was issued.

For example, a jurisdiction has BCEGS classifica-
tions listed as Class 7 — 1995, Class 5 — 1997 and
Class 4 — 1998. Properties with an original Certifi-
cate of Occupancy dated 1995 or 1996 receive a
Class 7. Properties with an original Certificate of
Occupancy dated 1997 receive Class 5. Properties
with an original Certificate of Occupancy dated 1998
and beyond receive a Class 4.

D. Properties with an original Certificate of Occupancy
dated prior to the earliest published BCEGS date for
a jurisdiction are not eligible for inclusion in the
BCEGS program. These properties are to be classi-
fied as "99".

Exception: Refer to the line of insurance manual
rules for individual property analysis and recognition.

E. A BCEGS classification of "99" is representative of a
jurisdiction where an element of the jurisdiction's
building code adoption or enforcement program
does not meet the minimum criteria of the BCEGS
program or a jurisdiction where there is no recog-
nized building code adopted and/or enforced. See
the corresponding footnote under the jurisdiction for
further clarification.

F. Class 99 applies to all jurisdictions without a BCEGS
classification listed.
